 The Louisiana Board of  Chiropractic Examiners makes the following 

Declaratory Statement pursuant to its authority under LAC 46:XXVII.507: 

 It is the opinion of  the Board that under LSA R.S. 37:2801(3), which 

defines the scope of  chiropractic, that  

 “It is within the scope of  practice of  a chiropractic physician to 
perform drug screenings or other testing services in accordance with the 
regulations for required DOT and non-DOT drug and alcohol testing 
published in the Federal register under 49 CFR Part 40 and any private local, 
state or federal agency.  These tests may be performed, ordered and 
interpreted by the chiropractic physician who has completed the appropriate 
training and certification program required by the FMCSA (Federal Motor 
Carrier Safety Regulations), Federal Aviation Administration (FAA), Federal 
Railroad Administration (FRA), Federal Transit Administration (FTA), 
Pipeline and Hazardous Materials Safety Administration (PHMSA), and 
United States Coast Guard (USCG).”
